Discrete Subjects


Literacy 


Talking and listening skills (sharing information and experiences), reading (Active Literacy and skimming and scanning techniques) and writing (conveying information). During Term 4 in grammar we will focus on nouns and proper nouns. Weekly spelling activities will help us consolidate spelling patterns and rules. 


Maths and Numeracy �We will be focussing on time, in particular the duration of time and using timetables and calendars. In measure we will be looking at area, perimeter and volume. We will be using our estimation skills within measure, to make accurate predictions throughout. We will also be revisiting sequencing and pattern in numbers. 


Science �With our science specialist, Ms Clouston, pupils were be learning about forces.  


PE �We will be taught by our PE Specialist and will develop our skills in athletics, track and field and outdoor games. This will be in preparation for our sports day and enhancing our leadership skills.


Modern Foreign Languages �We will continue to enhance our knowledge of French through familiar words and phrases in increasingly full sentences. In German we will be learning the months of the year and vocabulary associated with sports and games.
